This exercise is to provide communications support to the Long-Distance Walking 
!ǎǎƻŎƛŀǘƛƻƴǎΩ 2017 Winter Poppy line challenge walk. This is a 50 mile walk with a 
time limit of 22 hours. 
The walk will start at 0800 on Saturday 18th February, from Aylsham High School, and 
finish at 0600 on Sunday 19th February, again at Aylsham High School. 
There will be 5 Check Points (CP) at locations where the walking route coincides with 
public road access, most of the route is on track/path. 
The first CP will be manned by marshals at 0900, and communications will start from 
this point. The other CPs will be manned in sequence, but with increasing amounts of 
time overlap. The operating frequency is expected to be 144.650MHz, using club call 
sign M0NHQ/A. 
 

Comms will be provided at 5 check points and control at Aylsham High School, there 

will also be a 4X4 Response team roving the route and keeping an eye on the pack, 

they will be on our frequency, if you hear them calling without response, please call 

them and QSP to control, there will also be a QSP relay station, details on page 11.  

Details of all locations, timings and operators on the following pages. 

If you are planning to go direct to your Control Point please let control know prior to 

the event and call in on 144.650 when in the area to establish Comms.  Please advise 

if you have a mobile phone signal from your location on arrival, primary 

communication will be via RF, if you are going to use CBR (Cross Band Repeat), 

please advise Mike G8EEY, and Bob G8SDU,  e-mail,  to prevent interference on the 

talk through system, prior to the event.  Phones may be needed for emergencies.  

The event emergency number is 07919 523 567, only to be used by us as a last 

resort.
